We welcome all students back to school for Term 3. Please take note of the key events for Term

(A) Policies Update

Handphone Policy

To ensure students maximise their learning in school and are not distracted by their
handphones and electronic gadgets, handphones will be collected during the morning
assembly for safekeeping in the school General Office from Mon, 1 Jul. They will be returned
after the last lesson of the day. In case of emergency, please contact the General Office at
6876 7129.

Students may bring electronic devices to school only if their parents/guardian have given
permission for them to do so. The devices are brought at their own risk and the school will not
be responsible for any loss or damage.

Students caught breaching the rule will have their devices confiscated.

Uniform Policy

Students are to be in full school uniform when reporting to school in the morning. They are to
be in full school uniform for all lessons except for PE and sports related programmes. When
engaging in outdoor activities such as CCAs, games and learning journeys, students must be
in the appropriate school attire.

On Fridays, students may wear the school-approved T-shirts for the entire day. These include
class T-shirts, CCA T-shirts and camp T-shirts. It is mandatory for students to change to PE
attire if their PE lessons fall on Fridays.

(D) Safety and Security

To ensure the safety of every student in the school, we will enforce security procedures.
Visitors will have to register at the Guard Post before proceeding to the General Office.

If you drive your child/ward to school, you are encouraged to let him/her alight near the side
gate (i.e. along the HDB car park connecting Chong Pang to Yishun Street 71).

The main gate is also open for drivers to alight their child/ward at the school foyer area. Do
follow the arrow directional signs in the school car park area for the safety of all motorists. To
prevent severe congestion, all vehicles leaving the school during the morning are to exit with a
left turn only. For the safety of students, please do not alight your child/ward at the front gate or

the bus stop.

If your child/ward is in the habit of cycling to school, we strongly encourage you to invest in
protective gear (at least a helmet), and encourage your child/ward to use it.

Our staff will conduct visual screening at the gates, and also at the foyer for students who
arrive by car. All students are to proceed directly to their classroom.
